The listing in this booklet provides a comprehensive
view of the musical life of the parish, including music
for the Sunday morning liturgies and repertoire in
special concerts and services throughout the season.

The Canterbury Choir is the principal adult choir at
the 9:10a.m. Holy Eucharist on Sundays and is
comprised primarily of volunteers from the parish.
The Canterbury Choir allows members to maintain a
fairly flexible schedule, yet holds to a particularly high
standard of choral excellence.

The Compostela Choir is comprised of professionals
and auditioned volunteers who represent some of the
finest choral singers in New York City. This choir sings
each Sunday at the 11:1&m. service of Holy Eucharist
or Morning Prayer, maintaining the legacy of the
Anglican choral tradition, which elevates the liturgy to
a transcendent, otherworldly level. The Compostela
Choir sings the finest sacred music from the
Renaissance to the present day. In addition to leading
the liturgy, the Compostela Choir offers distinctive
concerts to the community as part of the Music at St.
James’ series.

Holy
Eucharist, often combining with the Canterbury Choir.
They also sing occasional services of Choral Evensong
and follow the RSCM (Royal School of Church Music)
Voice for Life curriculum.

The St. Cecilia Choir is a training choir for children
in first and second grades who learn basic musical
fundamentals in preparation for the Boys’” & Girls’
Choir. They sing approximately twice monthly at the
9:10.m. Holy Eucharist.

The Cherub Choir is a comprised of the youngest
musicians in the parish. They sing at our Children’s
Eucharist on the first Sunday of the month at 9:10a.m.
