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Parishioners
often tell me that
they’re not much
of a Christian.

“Peregrina! Peregrina!” It was an af-
ternoon in Spain and I had just finished
my ice cream bar and left a rather grungy
roadside café (the grunge noticeable only
because most were lovely) and the wom-
an who had been behind the counter was
standing in the door shouting. It took
me a moment to realize she was shout-
ing at me. Not being much of a Spanish
speaker (though increasingly adept at
making my need for ice cream clear) I
tuned out a lot of the Spanish being spo-
ken around me. But shouting is harder
to ignore. Still, I thought she was shout-
ing at someone else because her words,
words I did understand, meant “Pilgrim!
Pilgrim!” Yes, I was on the Camino de
Santiago, the medieval pilgrimage route
that traverses Northern Spain until it
reaches Santiago de Compostela and the
Cathedral where the bones of St. James’
are said to rest. Though walking alone at
that particular point, I was there as part
of the group of St. James’ parishioners
walking the last 100 or so kilometers of
the Camino as our bicentennial pilgrim-
age. We were well past the halfway mark
when this occurred, so I was well into the
rhythm of long days of walking. She was
shouting because she thought I had left
my “passport,” the document pilgrims
get stamped every few kilometers to ver-
ify that they have walked the Camino,
the document needed to get an official
certificate in Santiago at the end of the
journey. I was able to assure the woman
that it wasn’t mine, though it turned out
it did belong to a member of our group.
That however is another story.

A woman I didn’t know, with whom I
had exchanged no more than ten words,
knew who I was. She saw someone walk-
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ing on the Camino heading towards
Santiago, a good distance from any real
village, bearing a small daypack and a
bottle of water and wearing a shell on
a simple cord necklace. A pilgrim. Not
exactly rocket science. Except to me. So
why did it take me a few moments to
understand that [ was the person being
addressed? Because I was aware of all the
ways in which I did not feel like an au-
thentic pilgrim. The Camino itself runs
for nearly 800 kilometers, so 100 hardly
seemed to count. We were not staying in
the very simple albergues/refugios (hos-
tels) that provide bare bones accommo-
dations for pilgrims, but in nice (some-
times very nice) hotels. And our luggage
was ferried on ahead of us, hence the
small daypack. But it was not only the
woman at the café who recognized me
(and all of us from St. James’) as pilgrims.
At the end of the journey, multicolored,
many stamped “passports” in hand, the
Camino office thought we qualified and
gave us our certificates (called Composte-
las) with our names written in Latin (ac-
tually translating Brenda into Latin was
more than they could manage, but they
tried for several minutes). More telling,
every other pilgrim on the route thought
we were pilgrims, even when we told
them how and how long we were trav-
elling. The young man who had started
not in Spain but back in France (add a
few hundred more kilometers), the elder-
ly couples making their way slowly and
with well-used walking sticks, the pil-
grims who were walking the way (all the
way) for the second or third time. They
knew the simple truth that had eluded
me until that afternoon. If you are on
the Camino, you are a pilgrim.
Parishioners often tell me that they’re
not much of a Christian. Sometimes they
even say they’re not sure why they’re
here, not sure what, if anything, they be-
lieve about God or what if any relation-
ship they might have, or even want, with
Jesus. While we don’t shout, “Christian!
Christian!” to get your attention, we

In 2004 St. James’ Church received a
very special grant to further the parish’s
understanding of hands-on work in Africa,
in Haiti and in prison ministry. Partners in
Mission-Africa has developed into a rela-
tionship between St. James’ Church and
the Diocese of Southern Malawi thanks to
this gift. Since the first exploratory trip in
the fall of 2005, nearly ninety parishio-
ners, staff and clergy have traveled to Ma-
lawi. Regular trips began in the summer
of 2006 when groups worked with local
Malawians on building projects in vari-
ous communities. This summer, twelve St.
James’ youth spent time working with Ma-
lawian young people on a priest’s house in
Njovu. In addition, three Malawian priests
have come to New York to participate as
clergy at St. James’ and to study at the
General Theological Seminary.

We first met Bishop Tengatenga in 2005
while he was on sabbatical at the General
Theological Seminary. Since then the re-
lationship with the Diocese of Southern
Malawi has grown and flourished. Bishop
James and his wife Josie have been guests
at St. James’ a number of times. The par-
ish welcomes him back for the bicenten-
nial as a guest preacher on September
19. He will preach at both the 9:10 and
11:15 a.m. services and give the 10:30
a.m. adult education forum on “Mission
as Pilgrimage.”

Bishop James was born in Zimbabwe
and completed his secondary education
there. He began his theological training
at Zomba Theological College in Malawi
and continued at The Episcopal Theologi-
cal Seminary of the Southwest in Austin,
Texas, where he received his M.Div. in
1985. He was ordained in Malawi that
same year. He has a Ph.D. in Church and
State Relations from the University of Ma-
lawi and two honorary D.D. degrees from
the Episcopal Theological Seminary in

the Southwest and the General Theologi-
cal Seminary. He was consecrated Bishop
of Southern Malawi in 1998.

Bishop James has been involved in com-
munity and youth work in Birmingham
England, and has been on the faculty of
both the Zomba Theological Seminary
and the University of Malawi. He has been
very active in HIV ministry and involved
in ecumenical work. In 2008 he served on
the Design Group for the Lambeth Con-
ference, where bishops of the worldwide
Anglican Communion meet every ten
years, and in 2009 he was elected chair
of the Anglican Consultative Council,
which facilitates the common work of the
churches of the Anglican Communion.

could. Maybe we should. A wise Jesuit
priest once said to me that the desire for
a relationship with Christ is a sign that
there is a relationship with Christ. He
was not suggesting, nor am I, that the
journey ends there. But we do ourselves
and our faith a disservice if we dismiss or
demean the steps we are taking by com-
paring ourselves to others who, we have
decided, are somehow more spiritual,
more Christian than we. By all means
deepen your faith. Baptism is the of-
ficial starting point (your passport as it
were), but there’s lots more. Read the Bi-
ble. Learn to pray. Sing the hymns. Serve
others. Receive communion. One of the
primary reasons for the existence of the
Church is to help people, wherever they
are on their journey with Jesus, to grow.
So take advantage of that, knowing that
each step makes a difference. The fourth
day of walking the Camino felt different
from the first, in part because my legs
had adjusted to walking more than ten
miles a day. The life of faith feels dif-
ferent as well when prayer and service
have become regular disciplines rather
than special events; there are spiritual
muscles that develop as well. But wher-
ever we are on that journey, claim your
identity as a Christian.

The Rev. William P. (Will) Peyton

The Rev. William P. Peyton
New Associate Rector

The Rev. William (Will) Peyton arrived
August 1 to serve as St. James’ Associ-
ate Rector. As in recent years, the priest
in this position has primary responsi-
bility for working with parishioners to
develop, deepen and support our many
pastoral ministries and our ministries to
fully welcome, support and involve new
members. In addition, Will’s call includes
working with parishioners to make St.
James’ known to those who may be seek-
ing a spiritual home. Will comes to all of
these aspects of ministry with great gifts
and enthusiasm.

Director of Communications Christine
Hoffman talked to Will recently about
his new position:

CH: How did you come to St. James’?

WP: When I was a student at General
[Theological Seminary], my wife Betsy
and I decided to stay one extra year in
New York, because it meant that the tim-
ing of moving would make more sense
in terms of our kids’ schooling. During
the extra year, I didn’t have the Sunday
field-education commitment that most
seminarians have, so that’s when we
started coming to St. James’. The whole
family liked St. James’, and we ended up
worshiping here for two years before we
moved back to Virginia. My daughter
Nellie was confirmed here, and she and
Betsy went to Malawi with St. James’ in
2006, right after I finished seminary. As
much as we loved New York, when we
moved back to Virginia after graduation,
I never imagined we’d move back again.
We had gotten accustomed to thinking of
my years in seminary as a once-in-a-life-
time adventure, but when I heard about
an open position at St. James’, my heart
jumped and I followed the lead instant-
ly.

CH: Why is St. James’ a good fit for you?

WP: What impresses me most about
St. James’ is the depth of the culture of
lay leadership. Wherever you go in the
Church, people will tell you that they be-
lieve in lay leadership and lay ministry,
but it’s easier to believe in it than to take
it up and live it. I'm excited about serving
in a place where people are committed to
the ministry of the Church as a ministry
of the whole Body, the whole community,
and the ordained leadership is committed
to that vision too. It’s also exciting to me
to be involved in such a large parish, be-
cause there are unique opportunities for
ministry that come along when you reach
a critical mass of people and energy and
commitment, and I've never been part of
a parish this size before.

CH: How do your areas of responsibility
here fit in with you overall sense of your
ministry/calling?

WP: When I think about the parts
of my work the last few years that I've
enjoyed the most, the common thread
has to do with teaching and encour-
aging and enabling people to be the
Church, and that being the Church is
not exactly the same thing as going to
Church. I thought a lot about this as
a summer-camp director, because in a
strange way, the voluntary nature of
church participation can obscure the
Christian principle of radical inclu-
sion. At camp, you might not believe
in God, you might wish your parents
hadn’t made you come, you might re-
fuse to participate in prayer and wor-
ship—and yet, you're a part of the
community because you're not going
home until camp’s over. I think about
my camp experience when I think
about church growth because it re-
minds me that the Church is made up
of whoever God calls in—we don’t get
to vet the applications—and that God
calls people in as much for the trans-
formation and blessing of the com-
munity as for the transformation and
blessing of the newcomer. He doesn’t
call people to us so that they can be
remade in our image.

In practical terms, St. James’ is in a
great position to welcome people and
to grow, because a big, diverse commu-
nity like this one offers so many dif-
ferent ways for newcomers to imagine
their participation, and so many dif-
ferent ways to develop and offer their
gifts.

CH: How has the return to New York
City been for you and your family?

WP: It's been great. Moving to a
place that you're familiar with is to-
tally different from moving someplace
unknown. When we moved to New
York when I started seminary in 2002,
we had never lived here and Betsy was
eight months pregnant; compared to
that experience, this has been a piece
of cake. Also, the whole family is happy
to be here. Betsy’s plan is to put off job
searching until the kids are settled into
their school routines. She’s a psychiat-
ric nurse, so there’s a wider variety of
opportunities here for her than there
were in Charlottesville, where the Uni-
versity of Virginia hospital was really
the only game in town. Our daughter

He would have gone
to a new school even if we hadn’t moved,
and he’s happy to be back in New York.
It’s also nice that he and his friends are
old enough now to take a train or a bus
for a weekend visit. Jamie, our youngest, is
starting third grade, and has always been
proud of having been born in New York.
He likes the fact that the walk from our
building to the nearest basketball court is
shorter than it was in Charlottesville.

In some distant future, we’ll probably
go back to Virginia where Betsy and I
both have deep roots, but for now we'’re
thrilled to be where we are. When I left
for seminary, a friend told me, “Be care-
ful, New York can make a New Yorker
out of anybody.” At the time, I didn't re-
ally buy it, but I've come to think he was
probably right.

CH: How can we help ease your transition?

WP: Keep telling me your name, tell
me about your experience of St. James’,
and tell me what part of its life and min-
istry you're passionate about. I've only
been here a few days [at the time of the
interview] and I've already heard about
ministries and groups and programs that
I didn’t know existed. It's overwhelming,
but it’s also inspiring and wonderful.
